2)  Gold felt fabric 

3)  Black felt letters and graphics

4)  Dimensions: 30” long (this includes 5” of black fringe, and allow an extra inch or so to go around the drapery rod) x 52” wide 

5)  Black trim around all four edges

6)  5” of black fringe attached at the bottom

7)  All letters and graphics embroidered on

8)  “Northeast Georgia Federation” across the top

9) Interlocking circles and squares (at least two sets) or one large set, with the dancing couple over it.

10) A dancing couple in the middle

11)  A gold/brass drapery rod with small rounded finials on each end.

12) A black casing for the banner, preferable made of a cotton poly fabric, with a Velcro closure.

13) A cardboard holder for the top of the banner, to roll it up around, and keep it in place better.

14) Please submit your bid, a preliminary drawing, a sample of the fabric, and a photo of work you have previously done, prior or to the next federation meeting, which will be on Sunday, May 2, 2010. Bids will be presented at this meeting.

15) We are only asking people who live, or are a member of one of our nine clubs, within our federation boundaries, to bid on this project. We want it locally made.

16) We will need this banner completed, ready to display and march with, at the Georgia State Convention, which is the third weekend in September, 2010.
